It is a Life of Supernatural Power
“Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that
believeth on me, the works that I do shall
he do also; and greater works than these-
shall he do; because I go unto my Father”
(John 14:12).

These words were spoken by Chmnst to a
group of unlettered men. One of them was
a sunburnt, weather-beaten, rough old fisher-
man. He would be ill at ease in a modemn col-
lege crowd and very probably would fail to
pass entrance examinations into a present-day
theclogical seminary. But he belonged to the
company of believers to whom this promise
was given and one day it was marvelously ful-
filled in his life when through one sermon he
won six times as many souls to true disciple-
ship as Jesus did in the three years of His
public ministry.
